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Sindh Governor Dr. Ishratul Ibad Khan meets KCDR team

Sindh Governor Dr. Ishratul Ibad
Khan met with the KCDR lead by
Justice (R) Saiduzzaman Siddiqi,
President KCDR, who called on him
at the Governor House on Friday,
November 11, 2011.

The Governor commented that both
the government and the legal
fraternity have a joint responsibility
to provide assistance to people on
legal issues. However, all cases are
referred to the courts for resolution
because KCDR has no legal cover.
This has caused an increase in the
burden on the courts.

He added, “There is a need for resolution of cases through mediation before referring the cases
to the courts as is being practiced in developed countries of the world.” The Sindh Governor
discussed the possibility of an introducing an article in the Civil Procedure Court through
amendment to make room for option of mediation before referring the case to the court.
The Governor added that such an option could be particularly helpful in resolving cases pertaining
public related complaints against government departments.

KCDR President, Justice (r) Saiduzzaman Siddiqi appreciated the comments offered by the SIndh
Governor and explained that KCDR is providing relief by resolving disputes before the case is
filed in the court. This lessens the burden on the courts. Former Attorney General Anwar Mansoor
Khan, Justice (r) Dr Zafar Sherwani Director KCDR, Principal Secretary Mumtazur Rehman and
Secretary Law Ghulam Nabi Shah were also present in the meeting.

Consultant KCDR on October 5. Mr. Jaffer requested details on the salient features of mediation,
arbitration and litigation. He was greatly impressed by Justice (Retd) Siddiqui’s services to this
cause. Mr. Jaffer also agreed to help in raising awareness about KCDR.

Justice (Retd) Siddiqui highlighted the benefits of mediation over arbitration. Arbitration
proceedings are expensive and time consuming. On the other hand, mediation is inexpensive
and the average turnaround time at KCDR is 3 days. He also defined KCDR’s status as a not-for-
profit organization which started operations in 2007 to reduce the backlog of cases faced by the
courts of Pakistan.
